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Fire Chief Andrew Dickerson informed the council that the Piedmont Fire Department
was approved for the SFY 2023 American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) State and Local
Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF) Fire Protection Grant (FPG) Award # SLFRP4542-
FPG192 in the amount of $15,109.80. The Fire Department will use the money to
purchase extraction equipment and chainsaw. The grant is a 50%-50% requiring that
city match the funds with $7,554.90.
